Respite Care

® What is Respite Care?

Respite Care gives families a break
from caring for a child or adult with
disabilities. Providers, chosen by the
family, care for children or adults with
special needs while families take a
class, go to a movie or go on a
vacation. Families can do anything they
enjoy during respite sessions. These
breaks allow families time to tend to
the needs of their other family
members, spouses and themselves.

® Who is eligible?

Any family having a child or adult with:

= g developmental disability,

= developmental delay (birth to age 3),
# serious emotional disturbance,

# severe and persistent mental illness,
= chrenic medical condition (children),
* g traumatic brain injury, or

# 5 child they have adopted,

may be considered for Respite Care.

The child or adult must be living in a
family member's home. The family
provides information indicating
diagnosis and source of the diagnosis,
or adoption status, to determine
eligibility.

Each application will be reviewed by the
Respite Care Program staff. Respite
Care is available to qualifying families
regardless of income.

» How does it work?

For an eligible child or adult, a family
may receive up to $575 of Respite

Care services, with $200 for each additional
eligible family member, up to 8 maximum of
$975 per family, per year (June 1-May 31).
The family selects a provider and uses the
Reguest For Payment form to purchase
Respite Care services. The provider receives
reimbursement by submitting the Reguest
For Payment form to the Department of
Human Services Respite Care Program.

When
the application is approved, you will receive
a verification number, Request For Payment
forms and additional information about the
Respite Care Program.
