Conflict mediation is a process intended to assist roommates in resolving their differences while living successfully together. If conflict cannot be resolved or if other circumstances are warranted, tenants can request to change rooms. 

[bookmark: TextField_0008]There are several factors that impact the success of a roommate change request, including alternative spaces available at the time the request is considered, the willingness of the tenant making the move request to relocate to other rooms/ locations, etc.  In the event roommate changes are necessary, the (Insert Provider Name) will be responsible to help the participant through the roommate assignment/selection process. He/She will record how the participant’s preferences are considered, educate the participant on when/how a participant can request a change in roommate.
